With consistent progress in mechanization at rapid pace,
there have been consequent gradual degradations of soil and
climate. The deterioration of climate, caused by anthropogenic
interferences, has posed a more serious threat to mankind than any
other concerns hitherto witnessed in the man's history. The recent
report of the IPCC has warned of an unequivocal warming in the
climate system. There is an increase in global mean temperature of
0.74 °C during 1906 to 2005 and there will be a further rise of 1.4 to
5.8 °C in the 21" century, threatening agricultural production.
Thus, climate change affecting all spheres of ecosystems of the
Earth has emerged as the most burning issue of the current century.
India, being predominantly a tropical country, is likely to be one of
the most vulnerable countries of the world to climate change. India
will be highly vulnerable to climate change due to its exposure to
climate-related disasters (60 % drought-prone, 12 % flood-prone
and 8 % susceptible to cyclones) and dependence of its economy
vast population on agriculture. \ Y

The country is already facing the problems of ‘Eising
temperature, rising sea-level leading to inundation and salinity of
fertile lands, .:Iilomalies in rainfall pattern leading to frequent

recurrence of drought and flood, threats of greater risks of pestsand

nitrogen, and polluted atmosphere, which have together posed a
greater threat to food security in India. In order to sustain
agricultural -production; agrometeorological research, advisory
services and coping strategies need to be intensified for their
strategic and tactical applications 'in farming operations  for
combating the challenges ogf flimgte change.
